Parking Program for July 4 -7, 2013

e Marina parking lot gate attendants will be on duty all four days.

e There will be limited employee parking in the Harbor beginning July 4th through July
7th.

e Parking for Catalina Express passengers will be moved to the Nordhavn lot, and the
Embarcadero one acre lot.

e Complimentary shuttle service will be provided by the City of Dana Point between
Dana Hills High School and the corner of Dana Point Harbor Drive and Golden
Lantern from 8:00 AM to |1:00 PM. Employees are encouraged to park at Dana Hills
High School and take advantage of the Harbor Shuttles.

e Boater cargo courtesy golf cart shuttles will be provided on a first-come, first-served
basis to boaters with valid boater ID. Pick-up will be at Dana Point Harbor Drive &
Island Way (the bridge) at the red curb on eastbound Dana Point Harbor Drive (will be
indicated by a sign), and will drop off as close as possible to the boater’s gangway gate
area. The carts will operate from 10:00 AM to 8:00 PM

o Shuttles provide transportation within the Harbor along designated shuttle route with
the following stops;

* Ocean Institute

* Baby Beach

* Dana West Yacht Club

* Dana Point Yacht Club

* Aventura Sailing

* Mariners Village

* Golden Lantern Lawn - just past the Brig Restaurant
* Little Doheny Beach

Important Road Closure Information that affects your
Home or Business!

Once again the Fourth of July is rapidly approaching. As you
are all aware, Dana Point Harbor is a popular destination for
thousands of locals and visitors alike. The popularity of the
harbor area creates parking problems and traffic congestion
issues.

To minimize these issues as much as possible, Police Services
p | will be monitoring the parking lots in the harbor and on
the island throughout the day. If the parking lots become full and
result in traffic build-up on Dana Point Harbor Drive, Police Ser-
vices may close down the bridge by barricading Island Way at
Dana Point Harbor Drive. This road closure may occur at any
time between 12 noon and 9pm. If you need to access the island,
please plan accordingly.

Please remember that your slip rental does NOT guarantee
you a place to park your vehicle, only your vessel!

Additionally, around 7:30pm, streets that may be closed are as
follows (until no later than 10:30pm):

« Cove Road at Green Lantern

« Southbound Golden Lantern at Del Prado

During the road closures, NO vehicles will be allowed into the
harbor except for public P ion and gency vehick
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We are aware this is an inconvenience for some, but ask for your
patience as we work to ensure public safety for all.

PLEASE NOTE THAT DANA POINT HARBOR DRIVE AT PCH
WILL REMAIN OPEN AT ALL TIMES THROUGHOUT THE
DAY.

We will make every effort to minimize the inconvenience to all
hoping to enter Dana Point Harbor for the festivities. Your move-
ment will not be restricted unless there is no longer any space to
park your vehicle. The best way to avoid problems is to plan
to arrive early and allow extra time!
